THE 125" Anniversary of the Boys’
Brigade was the subject of a talk
given at the Open Morning of the
Hemlock Stone Probus Club; this
being held before the President’s
Ladies’ Luncheon at the Novotel in
March.

President Reg Goodman has been
involved with the Boys’ Brigade
since joining the Life Boy section
at the age of nine. He has been an
officer for many years, coming to
Beeston in 1964 as warden of the
Beeston Lads’ Club, captain in later
years. With his far-reaching
background, he was well versed to
give a potted history of the life of
Boys’ Brigade founder William
Alexander Smith (later Sir), and the
start of the organisation in Glasgow
in 1883. The Brigade came to
Beeston in 1895, with Stephen
Hetley Pearson starting the 17
Nottingham (Beeston) company at
the Anglo Scotian Mills in 1909.

The history of the Club was traced
through its move to the old lace

factory on Station Road, which
became Beeston Lad’s Club in 1913.
This was also where Beeston Pipe
Band found life as well as, in 1974,
the Girl’s Brigade.

The President’s Ladies’ Luncheon
which followed was attended by
guests from other local Probus Clubs:
Bramcote and District Men’s,
Bramcote and District Ladies, and
Sandiacre and District. One special
guest was Alan Godfrey from the
Lincs and Nottinghamshire Air
Ambulance, invited to receive a
cheque from President Reg
Goodman, who had chosen the
charity for his year in office. In
accepting a cheque for £400 from Mr
Goodman, Mr Godfrey said how
grateful the service was that, thanks
to such donations, it was possible to
keep the air ambulance airborne.

Before lunch, the high spot of the
Hemlock Stone Probus Club’s
presidential year, each lady received
ared rose from President Mr
Goodman.
