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Probus Club Reports - Beeston Probus Club

BILL Clarke gave an illustrated
talk on the history of Nottingham
Castle and information on old
Nottingham at the latest meeting of
Beeston Probus Club.

Whilst most local people know
a lot about the castle and its
history, he filled some gaps in the
members’ knowledge with his
informative talk, explaining that it
is not generally known that the first
castle was a wooden structure put
up by William the Conqueror. It
was not until a hundred years later
that Henry II had it rebuilt in stone.

In later years, Nottingham Castle
became one of the most important
castles in England (after Windsor
and The Tower of London) as
it commanded the route from
London to the North.

Mr Clarke went on to tell
of some of the more macabre

happenings at the castle: the
hanging of 28 Welsh princes aged
between 12 and 14 years old

from the walls of the castle and
the capture of Roger Mortimer,
who had ruled England with his
mistress, Queen Isabella. He
recounted how Richard III had been
in residence when he left the castle
one morning to fight the Battle of
Bosworth and never to return. He
was killed at the hands of Henry
Tudor, later to become Henry VII.

The members looked at slides
showing the layout of the castle
before the Civil War and before
its redevelopment by William
Cavendish, Duke of Newcastle, in
1663. However, after the actions
of rioters in 1831, it was left in
ruins. The City Fathers eventually
purchased the site and created the
museum we know today.
