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A PROLIFIC thief has been given 
an anti-social behaviour order and 
banned completely from Beeston 
town centre.

In addition, the order stops 
Christopher Belton (37) of Dale 
Lane, Chilwell, from drinking 
alcohol in Nottingham’s city centre.

Belton has been involved in 
several anti-social incidents both in 
Beeston and in the city, including 
public order offences, being drunk 
and disorderly and shop theft.

The terms of the ASBO prohibit 
Belton from entering the designated 
public place within Beeston town 
centre where the drinking of alcohol 
is banned in public, and not to drink 
alcohol or be under the influence of 
alcohol in a public place in 
Nottingham City Centre.

He is also prohibited from 
engaging in any activity in any public 
place that may cause harassment, 
alarm or distress to any person not of 
the same household within Broxtowe 
South or Nottingham city centre.

The anti-social behaviour order 
(ASBO) was gained through a 
partnership between Broxtowe 
Borough Council and Nottingham 
City Council’s Community Protection 
Directorate. 

Sgt Paul Harris of Community 
Protection welcomes the order. He 
said: “I think it’s fantastic that we are 
able to work in partnership to deal 
with problem individuals causing 
trouble across Nottinghamshire. This 
order proves that we will do all we 
can to deal with those who do not 
respect these rights.”

ASBO for Christopher Belton
The ASBO will stay in place 

until 13 May, 2010. Any breach of 
the ASBO should be reported to 
Nottinghamshire Police on 0115 
943 0999 or in confidence to 
Crimestoppers on 0800 555 111.

As a stunned Nigel Clifton left 
the council chamber amidst people 
clamouring to shake his hand, he 
said: “I can’t take it in. I was 
convinced it was going against us. 
Then I realised that the councillors 
on the committee were all in support, 
and they might just turn it round.

“There’s really no reason to have a 
larger restaurant in a prime shopping 
site, and I’m just so pleased that the 
Development Control Committee 
has seen it that way, too.”

Nigel’s wife, Donna, works 
alongside him in OOTW. Outside 
the Town Hall, surrounded by family, 
friends and customers, she said: “We 
might decide to celebrate a little. Our 
customers have been fantastic and we 
can’t begin to thank them enough.”

Yod Siam, who is understood to 
be out of the country and unavailable 
for comment, has a right of appeal.

STEVE Jones, given written 
permission by Sainsbury’s earlier 
this year to sell jacket potatoes 
outside the Beeston supermarket 
provided he complied with certain 
conditions, has again been asked to 
leave by the company’s lawyers.

Mr Jones had been given a 
probationary three-month contract 
by the supermarket chain, licensing 
him to trade as long as there were 
no issues with litter, customer 
feedback, etc.

Then in April, he was told that 
permission was being withdrawn 
when the three-month period 
expired at the end of April. No 

specific reason was given, and 
Steve felt he was meeting the 
terms of the contract. In spite of his 
enquiries, he heard nothing more 
from Sainsbury’s – and continued 
to trade.

Then, on Friday, June 27, the duty 
manager from the Beeston store, 
Mr Park, arrived at Steve’s pitch on 
Stoney Street to tell him once again 
he could no longer trade; a further 
missive had been received from the 
company’s legal department. This 
time, Mr Park said the letter referred 
to “a complaint from within the 
community” – but that he was not at 
liberty to discuss it further.

Potato seller challenges 
Sainsburyʼs   by the Editor

Mr Jones, standing by his 
belief that he has met the terms of 
the initial licence and is trading 
legally, asked that the Sainsbury’s 
legal department put their reasons 
in writing – and address it to him.

Checking with his own 
solicitors, they say that the 
supermarket is obliged to give him 
a valid reason as to why he can no 
longer sell jacket potatoes in ‘Ten 
Bell Square, Beeston.

The Beeston Express has asked 
for a response from J Sainsbury, 
but had not received a reply by the 
time we went to press.

THE Beeston Express’s decision to 
take a brief respite from perpetual 
deadlines to plan for the future 
was never going to work when, at 
the same time, we promised you 
‘bumper’ issues – more pages.
