Civil Enforcement
Off-Street Parking Places

Order 2008
THE writer of the letter is 
mistaken.  Broxtowe Borough 
Council’s new Civil Enforcement 
Off-street Parking Order came in 
to force on 27 May 2008. The 
Order empowers the Council’s 
Civil Enforcement Officers to 
issue Parking Contravention 
Notices for parking offences that 
take place in any of the Council’s 
off-street car parks.  

Civil Enforcement Officers 
employed by the Council 
have been issuing Parking 
Contravention Notices where 
appropriate since the Order came 
in to force. Whilst it is true that 
the recipient of a parking notice is 
entitled to appeal against it, it is 
not true, as the writer implies, that 
the recipient of a parking notice is 
automatically entitled to a refund. 
An appeal against a parking notice 
may only be made on a number 
of specific statutory and non-
statutory grounds.

All of Broxtowe Borough 
Council’s Civil Enforcement 
Officers were employed prior to 
31 March 2008 and are properly 
and fully empowered to issue 
Parking Contravention Notices in 
the Borough’s car parks.

These officers also perform 
other valuable duties such as 
security patrolling, litter picking, 
assistance with the operation of 
the Beeston Shopmobility scheme, 
minor maintenance and general 
customer care and assistance. 
They have done so for many years 
and will continue to do so.
