MEMBERS of the Beeston Probus
Club welcomed Helena Curtis to
speak about the Macmillan Cancer
Support organisation.

Speaking at the club’s monthly
meeting, she gave a brief history
of the formation of the charity
some 100 years ago, explaining
that one in three people will get
cancer and, at any one time, 1.2m
people are living with the disease.
The aim of Macmillan Cancer
support is to improve the lives of
those affected by cancer, as well
as the lives of families and carers.

“Financial help is the obvious
and most efficient way of helping,
but it does not end there,” Helena
said. “There is also the physical and
welfare aspect to caring.”

She went on to outline some of the
ways that funds are raised. “People
often go for the more interesting and
strange ways, such as sponsoring
people to keep quiet for 20 minutes,
bathing in baked beans, arranging the
world’s biggest coffee morning or
taking part in the London Marathon.’
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Financial assistance is also
provided by grants, which can help
with travel costs for the family,
meeting mortgage payments or
purchasing a useful domestic item
such as a washing machine or dryer.

Physical help is given by
volunteers, usually by carrying
out mundane tasks; mowing the
lawn, tidying the house and other
small tasks to keep a home running
smoothly.

Other support includes sharing
experiences with those affected,
challenging the benefits system
where there is unfair treatment and
getting better terms for invalids
in travel insurance, together with
helping people get back to work as
and when they feel fit.
