Toton Fields gain Friends

FOLLOWING a well-attended
public meeting at the end of April,
the area known locally as Toton
Fields now has its own ofycial
0Friendsd group, ready to take on
the task of enhancing the area.

Toton Fields encompasses
Manor Farm recreation ground,
the Banks Road open space and
contiguous land adjoining Toton
Sidings. It has long been
recognised as an important
wildlife habitat with ésigniycant
ornithological and botanical
interest in its own righté and as an
important wildlife corridor. It is
also greatly valued by local
residents as a recreational area.

Established in partnership with
Broxtowe Borough Council,
Groundwork Greater Nottingham
and Nottinghamshire Wildlife Trust,
the new ¢Friends of Toton Fieldsd
group has declared its interest in
carrying out a study of the area with
a view to conserving, enhancing and
protecting it as an 6accessible place
of natural interest and biodiversityo.

Nottinghamshire Wildlife Trust
has drawn up a Management Plan
and Broxtowe Borough Council
is seeking Local Nature Reserve

status to give Toton Fields further
protection. Groundwork Greater
Nottingham is undertaking footpath
and bridge improvements.

A committee was elected at the
inaugural April meeting and, getting
straight down to work, plans were
outlined that include guided walks,
guests speakers, study groups for
all ages and the participation of
local schools in wildlife projects
and habitat creation.

A spokesman said: fiAlthough
aimed primarily at the residents of
Toton and adjoining areas, all are
welcome to our group. Members
will receive regular newsletters
and information about events and
activities, and access to a 6Friends
of Toton Fields6 web site.o

To support the work of the
group, an annual membership
fee of A5 per household was
agreed. Further information and
